The controls feature a modular design to reduce maintenance 
costs. 3-in-1 light assembly on the controller shows the state 
of the station and whether it is safe to enter the trailer. LCD 
display shows status of controls and explains fault conditions. 
Backlit, raised dome-buttons provide positive feedback and 
guide users through operation.

iDock Controls feature an interactive LCD message display 
for equipment information, system information, maintenance 
history, counters,  and settings.  The Display will also provide 
notices of faults, or instructions for Bypass Restraint mode, 
the ability to lock the iDock controller,  or a sequence of 
operation.
